Merchandise exports to Vietham
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Vietham was Western Australia’'s 16%
largest market for merchandise exports in
2019, accounting for 1 percent of the
State’s merchandise exports.

Western  Australia  accounted  for
20 per cent of Australia’'s merchandise
exports to Vietnam in 2019.

Western Australia exported $1.2 billion of
merchandise to Vietnam in 2019, above
the annual average of $766 million over
the past ten years.

Iron ore accounted for 57 per cent of
Western Australia’s merchandise exports
to Vietnam in 2019, followed by wheat
(14 per cent) and ferrous waste and scrap
(6 per cent).
